Global and Regional Core Medicines

As outlined in Chapter 3, 50 medicines should be surveyed. These medicines come from three sources:

1. A global core list of 14 medicines that enables international comparisons;

2. A regional core list of 16 medicines that enables regional comparisons;

3. A supplementary list of at least 20 medicines, selected at the country level for their local importance.

Global core list

Table 1 lists the medicines on the current global core list, the strengths and dosages forms to be surveyed, and the name and manufacturer of the originator brand. The current MSH reference price is also included in the table. This data has been entered into the workbook (Part I) on the website.
Note: the originator brand product most commonly used by the manufacturer in English-speaking countries is listed in Table 1 and entered in the workbook. Therefore, it is vital that you check the name of the product in your country. Also check the manufacturer’s name as some companies license the manufacturing of the product to another company. Changes in the originator brand product name and/or manufacturer are made on the ‘Originator brands surveyed’ page of the workbook. Any changes on this page will automatically result in changes to the data collection form.

Regional core lists

The following regional core lists are currently available:

· EURO - Central Asia; see Table 2

· EMRO (Eastern Mediterranean); see Table 3
· AFRO (Africa); see Table 4
· AMRO - Latin America and the Caribbean; see Table 5

· SEARO (South East Asia); see Table 6
· WPRO (Western Pacific); see Table 7
Note: European countries, Canada / USA, and Australia / New Zealand are currently not linked to a regional list.
As explained on page 35 and 36 of the manual, the development of each regional list was based largely on the regional burden of disease and sales volume data of IMS Health where available in low- and middle-income countries in each region.

As with the global core list, the originator brand product name most commonly used by the manufacturer in English-speaking countries is entered in each regional list. The name of the product needs to be checked to ensure it is correct for your country. Also check to see whether a different manufacturer produces this product.
Page 43 of the manual explains how the regional lists are uploaded into the workbook on the International Medicine Reference Price page. Once uploaded, you should delete any medicine that is not registered in your country. While we encourage use of the regional list to enable comparisons across countries within a region, medicines on the regional core list can be excluded from the survey. To do this, on the International Medicine Reference Price page click on the cell containing the medicine name and hit <Delete>. 

An objective of some surveys may be to compare prices with a country or countries using a different regional list. In this case, two options exist: 1) delete medicines from your regional list and replace them with those on the regional list of the comparator country; 2) retain the regional core medicines for your region, and add a selection of medicines from the regional list of the comparator country as supplementary medicines.
