Draft List of 25 Essential Medicines for Reproductive Health
Used for surveys conducted in Nicaragua and Nepal by John Snow, Inc. and PATH 
· In collaboration with RH partners, a list of 16 policy briefs were developed that highlight major RH clinical issues and suggest the appropriate treatment course (PATH, 2006). These medicines are included in the broader Interagency List of Essential Medicines for Reproductive Health.  The 16 medicines are suggested as a starting point for RH medicines that should the most widely available in countries where surveys might be conducted.  
· An additional nine products are added to the draft list from the pilot RH commodity pricing surveys that were conducted in Nepal and Nicaragua in 2005 (Rao, 2005 and Beitz, 2005).
· Medicines marked in red are from (PATH, 2006) “Guiding Principles…” document. Those marked in green are taken from the Nepal and Nicaragua pilot surveys. Overlap occurred between the two sources for a number of medicines (e.g., condoms, combined oral pill, and Oxytocin).  
· (Color indications are for internal use only. Suggest we disregard for presentation.

· RH categories are taken from the Interagency List of Essential Medicines for Reproductive Health, and are generally consistent with the categories from the pilot surveys.

· ARVs will likely be covered in other lists. Consequently, the number of medicines in the “HIV/AIDS” category is limited to Nevirapine for PMTCT and OIs.
